My dissertation examines the lives of women whose existences were upended during the American Revolution by undertaking long-distance travel in the Atlantic World. In the midst of war, these women did not have a monolithic experience, as their adventures, often dangerous, also depended on their economic and ethnic status, as well as their political association. However, I show that women, on their journeys, shared a desire to forge community, while also learning to adapt to a range of unprecedented circumstances to achieve their goals. I also demonstrate how women developed various motivations that gave them the determination to journey forth.
